             Test Taking Tips 
 As you help your children prepare for the fall midterm tests of the school 
year, keep these simple tips in mind, as they maybe the difference between 
an A and a B for your student. 
• Don’t Cram - In the week before the test, schedule several short study 
sessions. 
• Read the Directions - Remind students to read the directions completely. 

• Skim the Test Quickly - Encourage your student to skim the test quickly to under-
stand what to expect and so they may answer any “easy” questions first. 

• Get Plenty of Rest - Ensure your student gets plenty of rest before the test, so they 
may be able to focus on the test.
