 As you all know, our parking lot is fairly small. Each person must be 
mindful of the other vehicles in the lot, especially around the entrance and 
exit. There are two lanes, one for entering and one for exiting. Under no cir-
cumstances should a car going in the opposite direction, enter or exit from the 

wrong lane! This can cause accidents and injure a child or a parent, especially those who 
may be walking in the vicinity.  
 Only one car may pass through the gate at one time. If another car is already there, 
you must wait and not try to overtake the other car. This is an excellent opportunity to teach 
your children the value of patience and sharing. You are patiently waiting for the car and 
sharing the parking lot with others. This type of positive role modeling will help your children 
learn these values better. 
 Parents please be aware that parking under the tent, in the two lanes closest to the 
elementary playground, is not allowed at any time! If you do mistakenly park there, please 
move your car immediately when asked to do so by any New Horizon School - Los Angeles 
faculty or staff member. We ask this for everyone’s convenience and safety. Pick-up and 
drop off times can be busy, so for everyone’s convenience and to create the most efficient 
pick-up and drop off procedures, do not park in these last two lanes any time. Please com-
ply with this notice!
